Eligible applicants:

· Local and regional authorities in the border regions concerned, their associations and organizational entities of local and regional authorities having legal personality; 
· Non-governmental organisations and non-profit organisations active in the fields relevant to the Programme priorities; 
· Educational, research and training institutions, universities, legal persons running such institutions, 
· State organisations/institutions;
· Entities acting for public purposes;
· Other public organisations and entities active in the fields relevant for the Programme priorities. 
Projects shall be submitted by applicants representing partnership consisting of at least one partner from Lithuania or Poland and one from the Russian Federation. 
4. Selection and award criteria

The evaluation will be carried out in accordance with the procedures approved by the Joint Monitoring Committee based on the Practical Guide to contract procedures for EC external actions.
5. Maximum rate of Community financing

The maximum rate of Community co-financing is 90% of all eligible project costs.
6. Schedule of calls for proposals

The JMA plans to schedule the call for proposals and the relevant activities in year 2010 as described below:

7. Indicative number and amount of calls for proposals

The indicative maximum amount for calls for proposals in year 2010 is 61 000 000 (sixty one million euro). The indicative number of calls for proposals in year 2010 is one.
